	What makes us proud of where we live?


	This term, our enquiry focusses on exploring our local and wider community to make comparisons and understand what makes us proud of where we live. This includes exploring a city, town and village to identify different infrastructures. Our hook day around Pinxton will help us identify different physical and human features which we will use to create an artistic collage. The children will explore why they are proud of where they live by creating poppy buntings and proud awards to present to the members of their community as part of their social legacy. They will learn to understand the relationships they have with the world around them and how they fit into their local community but also understand where they fit in with their wider communities and understand their contributions to the world around them.

	Reading 
Reading is essential in supporting your child to excel in the curriculum. The more we learn to read, the more we can read to learn. In reading, we will be using launchpad reading to help the children excel. You can practice the tricky words and common exception words at home to help build fluency for your children. You can also ask your children different questions about characters in their books or events that have taken place to help build their understanding.

	Maths
We follow the White Rose scheme in Maths. During the Autumn term we will be focusing on place value and addition subtraction up to 10 alongside shape. Follow the link below and you can follow lesson by lesson what your child is learning in school.

	Science 

In science, our focus will be Biology, and we will be learning about the body and seasons and about plants. We will cover the different parts of the body, the five senses and investigating how the five senses affect the body. When learning about seasons, we will be looking at exploring all four seasons to identify how the weather changes and how it affects living things.

To develop your learning at home, you could talk about your children’s bodies to help them identify their body parts, or parts of the face. Talk to them about their senses and take part in investigations that encourage them to use their 5 senses, see, hear, smell, taste and touch. Try a feely box or a surprise taste test to encourage children to describe different foods! To help your children understand different seasons, encourage children to notice the changes in the environment where the leaves are changing colours or you notice the weather changing, the days becoming shorter.
