The roles of other jobs have now changed, like having nurse practitioners who can prescribe medication. 
Anyone, of any gender, can now do any role. 100 years ago, most doctors were men and most nurses were women. The first male nurse was in 1922.

Florence Nightingale was a nurse and she changed the way people were treated.
