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	Racism can harm individuals by making them feel excluded, unsafe, or less valued – it ruins communities by creating division and unfairness. 
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	Many religions teach that all people are equal and deserve respect — for example, Christianity teaches that everyone is made “in the image of God,” and Islam teaches that people are equal before Allah.  
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	By practising fairness, respect, and compassion, people can challenge racism and help build stronger, kinder communities — for example, Martin Luther King Jr. used Christian teachings of justice and love to stand against racism.
