Through the creative arts children will have the opportunity to deepen their understanding for other cultures and experiences from around the world. They will have challenging conversations about what they perceive is morally wrong and right, with art as a stimulus.

	Elizabeth Catlett’s sculptures are created using different techniques yet have similar themes  such as: students aspire, mother and child, magic mask and the singing head.

	 Stippling is the process of drawing or painting using numerous dots or specks. More dots causes darker areas and fewer dots are used for lighter areas.

	Bridget Riley is an English artist who began creating ‘Op art’ in the 1960’s.   Op artists put colours, shapes and patterns together in clever ways to create an optical illusion. When exploring and appreciating ‘Op art’, the patterns and shapes can make an image look like its moving and can be interpreted in different ways.

	Form is a 3-dimensional shape like a cube, cone or pyramid. The term is usually applied to sculpture, although artists can use tone and perspective to create the illusion of form in two-dimensional artwork.

	 Perspective is an art technique for creating an illusion of depth or 3 dimensions on a 2- dimensional surface

	 Carving is the cutting of material to produce a form or figure.

	 A sculpture is an art form made in 3 dimensions. Sculptors use four basic processes – carving, modelling, casting and constructing. There are similarities and differences in each process.
