Mount Cook Adventure centre is situated in the beautiful Peak District and has a wide range of
adventurous activities accessible to all children. We would like to take the children for 2 nights and 3 days from
Wednesday 23™ June - Friday 25" June 2027.

A place on this residential has been booked for every child who will be in Year 6 and we would love for everyone
to experience this together as a cohort. Residential visits are a great opportunity for your child to work on
improving their independence, teamwork skills and confidence and create fantastic memories that will stay with
them forever.

Activities are led all day by a strong team of outdoor-pursuits experts. The children will enjoy the activities in
small groups.

The cost of the visit will be approximately £275 (this is based on everyone attending) and includes return travel by
coach, full board, accommodation, and a full programme of activities. This price will be reduced for children in
receipt of pupil premium.

In order to secure a place on the trip for your child, a NON-REFUNDABLE £40 deposit will need to be paid by
Friday 7th August.

If we are unable to get the numbers required to secure the residential then
unfortunately it will not be able to take place.
