This term our enquiry question is ‘Am | Too Small To Make A Difference?’ This is a geography based enquiry, in which we
want to broaden our children’s horizons to in still higher aspirations for the world. We want to develop a sense perspective
and understanding of how their own lives impact on the world. Building on their learning of the local context and how they fit
into the wider world community. Throughout the term, we will be learning about the similarities and differences of Brazil
compared to Britain; about the Amazon Rainforest; the impact of deforestation and how we can make a difference. To
support us with our learning we will be visiting Yorkshire Wildlife Park.
