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	Some things are alive, while others are no longer living or have never been living. 
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	A habitat is a natural place where a living thing lives and can survive.
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	There are different types of habitat (coastal, urban, woodland, and desert (hot and cold))
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	Living things in a: 
Coastal habitat include – puffins, 
Urban habitats include – pigeons 
Woodland habitats include – squirrels
Desert habitats include – fennec fox, jerboa, camel, cacti (hot), polar bear, seals, orca, mosses.
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	Living things adapt to suit their habitats (big ears, come out at night, big toes – for living in hot deserts. Layers of fat, thick fur to keep warm (cold deserts), smooth bodied and webbed feet to help them swim)
