	Can one person really change the world?


	This term, our enquiry question is ‘Can one person really change the world?’ This is a history based enquiry curriculum as children are going to explore key significant figures and moments in time both past and present where significant figures have impacted and changed the world as we know it today! We will be exploring how the NHS has evolved over time from the changes Florence Nightingale initiated for the healthcare system in Britain to Dr Sarah Gilbert’s astounding work on the Astra-Zeneca vaccine during the pandemic. We will widen and solidify our understanding of History by exploring timelines and chronology to understand the impact individuals have had during different periods of time. The children will also explore icons like Steve Jobs and Rob Janoff who are instrumental figures in impacting the technological world and changing the way we communicate! To immerse themselves into this curriculum, children will start with a brilliant hook day where they explore artefacts from all these significant figures! What an exciting journey!

	Reading 
Reading is essential in supporting your child to excel in the curriculum. The more we learn to read, the more we can read to learn. In reading, we will be using launchpad reading to help the children excel. You can practice the tricky words and common exception words at home to help build fluency for your children. You can also ask your children different questions about characters in their books or events that have taken place to help build their understanding.

	Maths
We follow the White Rose scheme in Maths. During the Spring term we will be focusing on place value and addition, subtraction up to 20,place value to 50 and length and height, as well as mass and volume. 	Science 

In science, our focus will be Biology and Chemistry as we will be learning about materials and their properties in addition to learning about animals including humans. We will cover everyday household items by identifying them, labelling them and discussing the different properties or multiple properties each material could have. We will then test this further with experiments to test out the properties of different materials. We will also explore animals including humans to explore their needs and to identify their characteristics so the children can classify and sort out animals.

To develop your learning at home, you could talk about your children about different materials that they have in their homes. Help children label and name the different materials and to talk about their properties understanding which items are waterproof, which are strong, which are stretchy etc. You could also help children understand different animals and explore mammals, reptiles, amphibians and fish by reading some non-fiction books from the library!
