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	Gravity pulls objects towards the centre of the Earth.  
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	The Earth takes 365 and a quarter day to go around the Sun. Four quarters make one extra day, so every four years we add a day — this is a leap year
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	It takes about 28 days for the Moon to orbit the Earth.  
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	The Sun, the Earth and the Moon are approximately spherical. 
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	The Earth takes 24 hours to completely rotate (spin) on its axis. (24 hrs = 1 Day)
